Cost-Effective Data Logger for AC and DC

Loads

The Department of Electrical and Electronics

Engineering (EEE) has successfully developed a

ñDataLogger for AC and DC Loadsò,which has

been installed at the Zero Energy Building to

monitor energy consumption. This device

efficiently tracks voltage, current, power, power

factor, energy consumption (units), temperature,

and humidity. While similar products in the

market cost approximately 17,000, this in-house

innovation is available for just 6,000, providing

a highly cost-effective and accessible alternative.

IoT-Based Transformer Monitoring

System.

The Department of EEE has designed an IoT-

based Transformer Monitoring System that

enables remote monitoring of transformer

performance through a mobile application.

This system supports transformers with

voltage ratings of 230V, 440V, 11KV, and

33KV, offering real-time performance analysis

and predictive maintenance capabilities,

thereby enhancing efficiency and operational

reliability.
Development of Advanced Lab Kits

The Department of EEE has also developed four

specialized lab kits, catering to solar PV systems, smart

grids, and renewable energy laboratories. These

include:

4. Lithium Battery Performance Testing Kit ïTests

the charge-discharge cycles and overall

performance of lithium-based batteries.
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Testbed Facility with Bi-Facial Solar Panels

with Bi-Facial Solar Panels with a capacity of 1.2

KWp. The facility is designed to study ground

reflectance effects by comparing energy absorption

on surfaces with white-painted ground and normal

ground. This setup enables researchers to analyze

efficiency variations in bi-facial solar panels,

optimizing their performance for enhanced solar

energy generation.
